RESOLUTION OF OUR BELIEF IN GOD AS DIVINE CREATOR


WHEREAS, in the opening statement of the Bible, we are introduced to God as the Divine Creator in Genesis 1:1 where  the Scriptures reveal that “in the beginning God created the heaven and the earth”; and

WHEREAS, chapters 1 and 2 of the Book of Genesis go into great explanation, detailing God’s acts during creation week and providing evidence of God as the creator and origin of all things that exist in the natural and spiritual worlds; and

WHEREAS, from the beginning of the Bible, the revelation of God as the Divine Creator appears prominently throughout the Bible in both the Old and New Testaments as a very important doctrine and pillar of our faith; and 

WHEREAS, there are some 200 Scriptural passages from 37 different books of the Bible in which God is stated or referred to as the creator or owner of the earth and the universe, especially where Jesus, our Lord and Savior, confirms God to be the Divine Creator (Psalm 19:1-6, Psalm 100:3, Psalm 148:1-5); and

WHEREAS, since the theories of Darwinism, evolution, and the “Big Bang” have been popularized in our culture and specifically in our educational systems, many in our society, particularly students, have been encouraged to accept an untruth that seeks to displace God as the Divine Creator and pushes them to consider such as an outdated and disproven mythology; and 

WHEREAS, such efforts to discredit God as the Divine Creator has caused our society as a whole to question and doubt the Bible as an accurate, authoritative, and reliable source;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Church of God, individually and collectively, believes that God is the Divine Creator and that “All things were made by Him; and without Him was not anything made that was made” (John 1:3); and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that we affirm our belief in God as the Divine Creator and that humanity was and is made in God’s own image (Genesis 1:26-28, Genesis 2:7); and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that our belief in God as the Divine Creator be clearly conveyed, leaving no doubt to present and future generations, that we believe in the God of Scripture as the “faithful Creator” (I Peter 4:19).
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
