DR. DAVID E. RAMIREZ

WHEREAS, Dr. David E. Ramírez has served the Church of God in a variety of ministry capacities, including pastor, missionary, educator, and Latin American leader; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Ramírez, a native of Chile, came to America as a young teen to study at the Church of God Spanish Institute of Ministry, earning a bachelor’s degree; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Ramírez earned a Master of Divinity at the Pentecostal Theological Seminary and Doctor of Ministry from Asbury Theological Seminary; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Ramirez married Maria Fernanda Snaidero and they spent their early ministry together as president of South Cone Ministerial Seminary and Almagro Church of God in Buenos Aires, Argentina (1986-1992); and

WHEREAS, Dr. Ramírez was founder of Seminario Ministerial Sudamericano (SEMISUD) in Quito, Ecuador, serving from 1992–2006 as president and founding pastor
of Capilla del Valle Church; and

WHEREAS the Church of God recognized the ministry and leadership of Dr. Ramírez with an appointment as Administrative Bishop to the Southwestern Hispanic Region of the Church of God from 2006–2008; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Ramírez was further promoted in church leadership with the appointments as Field Director to South America (2008–2010) and Latin American Director (2010–2016) with Church of God World Missions; and

WHEREAS, the 20/20-6R initiative was implemented with focus to integrate Latin America for the global mission of the church, and provided significant results in church planting, educational development, missionary sending, benevolent ministries, and mobilization of Latin American women for ministry (Amigas por un Sueño); and

WHEREAS, fellow ministers of Dr. Ramírez honored his leadership and contributions to the Church of God by electing him to the Council of Eighteen, where his service totaled 12 years; and

WHEREAS, the influential ministry of Dr. Ramírez was further demonstrated when he was elected during the 76th Church of God International General Assembly in 2016 to serve as Third Assistant General Overseer; and 

WHEREAS, Dr. Ramírez has led with distinction as Third Assistant from 2016 to 2024, the longest continuous tenure in this post of any member of the Executive Committee in the history of the Church of God; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Ramírez simultaneously led the Church of God Division of Education where he has been instrumental in formulating the DOE1 digital platform, and further developing the MOBILIZE program, and in the implementation of a Lilly Endowment Grant for pastoral training; and 

WHEREAS, international ministry organizations such as the Lausanne Movement, Compassion International, 4/14 Window Movement, Empowered21, Oral Roberts University, and the Pentecostal World Fellowship World Missions Commission have been recipients of Dr. Ramírez’s leadership;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the members of the Church of God, and members of the 2024 Church of God General Assembly in Indianapolis, Indiana, express profound appreciation to Dr. David E. Ramírez for exceptional leadership in the Church of God; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Dr. Ramírez be commended for his commitment and devotion to Spirit-led influence in both the Church of God and with organizations around the globe; and
